DAY-TO-DAY TEACHING CRITERIA:

	GENERAL PRINCIPLES


	
	Learner-Centred

· Day-to-day instruction puts the focus on the learner, providing interactive opportunities for the learner to use and practice the language in meaningful ways
· Students are not simply listening to lectures, doing “busy-work”, or completing drills and repetitive exercises

	
	Needs-Based
· Student needs are identified and addressed on an ongoing basis

· Daily instruction and assessments are related back to students’ identified real-world needs 

	
	Real World

· Assessment tasks are a close approximation to what students would do in the real world (outside of a classroom environment)
· Real world purpose of activities and assessments is made explicit to students

	
	Task-Based

· Students spend the majority of their class time performing tasks using language (DOING vs. KNOWING)

	
	Communicative Competence

· Success is measured based on the ability to communicate or understand a message, rather than correct language usage (MEANING vs. FORM)

	
	CLB-Aligned

· Assessment tasks and instruction are clearly aligned with the appropriate benchmark characteristics (Features of Communication, Profile of Ability, Indicators of Ability, etc.)

	
	Competency-Based

· Activities and assessment tasks address CLB competencies, which clearly address usage of the language for a specific purpose

	
	Feedback

· Meaningful feedback (from teacher, peers, themselves) is provided to learners on an ongoing basis during class activities

	ASSESSMENTS

	
	Close approximation to a Real World Task

	
	Assessment and materials are appropriate for the CLB Level

	
	Criteria and criteria for success 

· appropriate to the task 

· provided to students before the assessment 
· clearly stated in learner-friendly language on the assessment

	
	Evidence of student self-assessment in some tasks

	
	Evidence of action-oriented feedback

	Goal Statement(s)

· The student identifies one - three language-related goal(s) that s/he wants to be able to do for work, school and/or the community. 

· The goal/s are specific and achievable within the duration of the term or course

	
	Goal Statement(s) - Reviewed

· Evidence that the student has reviewed the goal statement at midpoint or at the end of the course

	
	Student Learning Reflections

· Ongoing, on a regular basis (e.g. at least 1 every 2 weeks)
· Evidence of students describing their learning

	Inventory of Assessments and Activities

· All artefacts are listed for each skill
· One inventory per skill section, or one inventory with each skill section clearly marked
